COMMERCE 

a) Core Options 

The candidate for the B.Com. (general) examination are offered the following commerce subjects/Group of subjects 

i) For the B.Com. General Part - I examination. 

	1. Financial Accounting 
	2. Business Organization 
	3. Business Economics, each comprising one paper 

ii) For the B.Com. General Part - II examination. 
	1. Money and Banking 
	2. Planning and Economics development each comprising one paper 
	3. Business Regularity framework 

iii) For the B.Com. General part - III examination 
	1. Business statistics and Elementary Mathematics comprising one paper and
2. One of the following optional groups of subjects or any other group/groups as determined by the Academic Council, comprising two papers. 
	
Students of B.Com. are offered groups of Honours courses 
Group - A : Accounts Group - C : Marketing 

students are free to choose anyone of the two 
ELECTIVE 
The students of B.Com. Part - I and Part - II have to choose from the following compulsory languages: 

a) M.I.L. Hindi - 100 Marks or 
b) M.I.L. Non-Hindi 50 Marks+ 
Alternative English or Urdu, Bengali - 50 Marks 

The students of B.Com Part - III have to take environmental studies as compulsory subject. 

ARTS CORE OPTIONS 
1. Subjects for B.A. Hons/General examination and structure of course: 
a) A candidate for the B.A. Hons/general examination shall be required to offer and be examined in three optional subject comprising: 

i) 	Economics 
ii) 	History 
iii) 	Philosophy 
iv) 	Political Science 
v) 	Psychology 
vi) 	Sanskrit . 
vii)· 	Urdu 
viii) 	Hindi 
ix) 	English 
x) 	Bengali 

ELECTIVE 
One/two languages as composition comprising two papers have to be opted: 
a) Hindi one of full paper of 100 Marks 
b) Hindi (50 Marks) and one of the following languages (50 marks) Urdu, Bengali and English. 
2. A candidate for the B.A. Hons. examination shall choose one Hons. subjects and two subsidiary subjects. 
SCIENCE CORE OPTIONS 
1. Subjects for B.Sc. Hons/General examination and structure of course: 
i) A candidate for the B.Sc. Hons/general examination shall be  required to offer and be examined in three optional subjects comprising: 
a) Botany 
b) Chemistry 
c) Mathematics 
d) Physics 
e) Zoology 


ELECTIVE 
One/two languages as composition comprising two papers have to be opted: 
a) M.I.L. Hindi one of full paper of 100 marks 
b) M.I.L. Non-Hindi of 50 marks and one of the following languages (50  marks) Alternative English, M.I.L. Bengali, M.I.L. Urdu 

INTERDISCIPLINARY COURSES 
i) Students of Science faculty may change their faculties if they got minimum of 55% marks in aggregate. 
The students of Arts/Commerce are not allowed to be admitted Science courses. 
ii) Students of Arts/Commerce may inter change their faculty if they got minimum of 55% marks in aggregate. 

All the courses in graduations classes are having a fixed time frame of 3 year duration. ‘
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
